2. Luke 8:40 says that the crowd welcomed Jesus when he returned for they were all expecting him (ESV:

waiting for him). What do you think the crowd wanted from Jesus? What link does this have to Jesus’
instruction not to tell anyone about the healing of Jairus’ daughter (Luke 8:56), to Jesus teaching his
disciples what it means for him to be God’s Messiah (Luke 9:21-22) and them following him (Luke
9:22-27)2

Israel had very strict laws on ceremonial purity. Those who experienced discharge from their bodies
were unclean and they would contaminate anything or anyone they touched with their uncleanness (cf.
Lev 15). Dead bodies were also considered unclean, and touching a dead body would mean being
unclean for a week (cf. Num 19:14-16). Given this context, what is surprising about Jesus’ encounter
with the woman and with Jairus’ daughter?

Why does Jesus ask the disciples who they say he is2

Jesus makes it a point to say that those who follow him will need to lose their lives for his sake rather
than try to save their lives. Why do you think he says this? Is this still true for us today?
